Asunto: Campana de Inspeccion Concentrada del MOU de Paris sobre el Convenio de
normas de formacion, titulacion y guardia para la gente de mar (STCW) - Lista de
comprobacion

Muy Srs. nuestros:

Entre el 1 de septiembre y 30 de noviembre, las Autoridades Maritimas del MOU de Paris y Tokio
sobre el Control por el Estado del puerto (Port State Control, PSC) tienen previsto iniciar una
Campaiia de Inspeccion Concentrada (CIC) conjunta para determinar el nivel de cumplimiento
a bordo del Convenio internacional sobre normas de formacién, titulacién y guardia para la gente
de mar (Convenio STCW).

La CIC va dirigida a todos los buques y examinara areas especificas de la camparia y también otras
relacionadas con las inspecciones habituales del PSC. Cada buque sera objeto de una sola inspeccion
durante el periodo que dura la camparia. Les adjuntamos en un Anexo la Lista de Comprobacion
de 10 preguntas que servira de guia a los funcionarios de PSC para llevar a cabo las inspecciones.

El objetivo de esta camparia de inspecciones sobre el Convenio STCW es verificar que:

— Todos los marinos que prestan servicio a bordo y sus certificados de competencia cumplen
las disposiciones pertinentes del Convenio y el Cadigo STCW, asi como los requisitos en
materia de dotaciéon minima de seguridad, segun lo establece la Administracion del Estado de
bandera.

— Todos los marinos que prestan servicio a bordo a los que se les exija estar certificados de
acuerdo con el Convenio STCW, disponen del certificado apropiado o de una dispensa
valida, o presenten pruebas documentales de que han presentado una solicitud de refrendo a
la Administracion del Estado de bandera.

— Lagente de mar a bordo dispone de un certificado médico valido de aptitud para el embarque,
tal como exige el Convenio STCW (regla 1/9 y seccidn A-1/9).

— Las horas de trabajo y descanso cumplen las prescripciones del Convenio y Cédigo STCW.

Si se detectan deficiencias, los inspectores de PSC adoptaran medidas que pueden variar desde
anotar la deficiencia y dar instrucciones al capitan para que la rectifique en un plazo de tiempo
determinado a la inmovilizacién del buque hasta que rectifique posibles deficiencias graves.

Los resultados de la campafia se analizaran y se remitiran sus conclusiones a los 6rganos rectores
de ambos MOU para presentarlos a la OMI.

JOINT CONCENTRATED INSPECTION CAMPAIGN ON STCW

Member Authorities of the Tokyo and the Paris Memoranda of Understanding
(MoU) on Port State Control will launch a joint Concentrated Inspection
Campaign (CIC) on STCW.

The campaign on STCW aims to confirm that:

¢ the number of seafarers serving on board and their certificates are in conformity
with the relevant provisions of STCW Convention and Code and the applicable
safe manning requirements as determined by the Flag State Administration;

o all seafarers serving on board, who are required to be certificated in accordance
with STCW Convention, hold an appropriate certificate or a valid dispensation,
or provide documentary proof that an application for an endorsement has been
submitted to the Flag State Administration;

e the seafarers on board hold a valid medical certificate as required by STCW
Convention;

e the watch-keeping schedules and hours of rest indicate compliance with the
requirements of STCW Convention and Code;

The CIC will assist in raising the awareness of shipowners, operators and crew on the
specific requirements in the STCW Convention and Code.

This campaign will be held for three months, commencing from 1 September 2022 and
ending 30 November 2022. The CIC inspections will be applicable for all ships and
conducted in conjunction with the regular Port State Control inspection.

A ship will be subject to only one inspection under this CIC during the period of the
campaign.

Port State Control Officers (PSCOs) will use a list of predefined questions during the
CIC. If deficiencies are found, actions by the port State may vary from recording a
deficiency and instructing the master to rectify it within a certain period of time to
detaining the ship until the detainable deficiencies have been rectified.



The results of the campaign will be analysed and findings will be presented to the
governing bodies of both MoUs.
