Asunto: Pirateria: Orientaciones relacionadas con la eliminacion el 1 de enero de 2023 de la
Zona de Alto Riesgo en el océano Indico

Muy Srs. nuestros:

Las principales organizaciones maritimas internacionales (ISC, BIMCO, OCIMF, IINTERTANKO,
etc.) han elaborado unas orientaciones provisionales dirigidas a los armadores sobre la
supresion de la Zona de Alto Riesgo (High-Risk Area, HRA) en el océano indico a partir del 1 de
enero de 2023 (ver circular SMA 23/2022/AP) y su impacto en la proteccion maritima, que les
adjuntamos en un Anexo.

Independientemente de la eliminacion de la HRA, se siguen manteniendo sin cambios las

siguientes cuestiones:

— La zona de notificacion voluntaria (Voluntary Reporting Area, VRA) administrada por el Centro
de Operaciones Maritimas Comerciales del Reino Unido (UK Maritime Trade Operations
(UKMTO).

— Se recomienda a los buques que vayan a acceder a la VRA lo comuniquen al UKMTO y se
registren en el Centro de Proteccion Maritima para el Cuerno de Africa (Maritime Security
Centre for the Horn of Africa) siguiendo las pautas de las Mejores Practicas de Gestion del
sector (Best Management Practices to Deter Piracy and Enhance Maritime Security in the Red
Sea, Gulf of Aden, Indian Ocean and Arabian Sea, BMP-5).

— La presencia de las armadas internacionales y las misiones navales de las Fuerzas Maritimas
Combinadas (Combined Maritime Forces, CMF).

— Debe seguir realizandose una evaluacién exhaustiva de las amenazas y los riesgos en todas
las travesias para las amenazas identificadas en la seccién 2 de las BMP-5. Los riesgos que
estas amenazas suponen para los buques mercantes dependeran de las particularidades del
buque, el armador, la carga y su viaje.

— Se puede obtener asesoramiento sobre las amenazas a la proteccion maritima de distintas
fuentes, entre ellas:

A principios de 2023, dichas organizaciones tienen previsto publicar unas nuevas directrices sobre
amenazas en forma de avisos regionales que serviran de base a los armadores, operadores y
fletadores para realizar la evaluacion de riesgos del viaje. Inicialmente se centrara en el océano
indico y el mar Negro, y con el tiempo se ird ampliando su alcance geografico.

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Shipping Industry Indian Ocean High Risk Area

- At 00:01 UTC on 1 January 2023 the Shipping Industry Indian Ocean High Risk Area
(HRA) for piracy will be removed.

- The removal of the HRA reflects a significantly improved piracy situation in the region

- Voyage preparation, threat, and risk assessment as part of following Best
Management Practice 5 (BMP5) remain essential.

- BMP5 reporting processes and the presence of international naval forces remains in
place until further notice.

What will change

e As announced on 22 August 2022 the Indian Ocean HRA for piracy will be removed at
00:01 UTC on 1 January 2023.

e The area being removed is the High-Risk Area as currently shown on UKHO Chart Q6099.

What will not change
e The Voluntary Reporting Area (VRA) administered by UK Maritime Trade Operations
(UKMTQO) has not changed.

e Ships entering the VRA are encouraged to report to the UKMTO and register with the
Maritime Security Centre for the Horn of Africa in accordance with Best Management
Practices to Deter Piracy and Enhance Maritime Security in the Red Sea, Gulf of Aden,
Indian Ocean and Arabian Sea (BMP 5).

e The presence of international navies and the naval missions of the Combined Maritime Forces
(CMF) has not changed.!

e A thorough threat and risk assessment should continue to be conducted for all voyages for
the threats identified in section 2 of BMP5. The risks these threats pose to merchant ships
will be dependent on the particulars of the vessel, the owners, the cargo, and its voyage.

New threat guidance to replace the Indian Ocean HRA for piracy

In early 2023, the co-authors of this guidance plan to produce new threat guidance to inform
the voyage risk assessments of owners, operators, and charterers. This will initially focus on the
Indian Ocean and the Black Sea and should eventually expand in geographical scope over
time. The information provided will be periodically reviewed and updated as necessary.

e 1 As a measure of reassurance, the counter-piracy task force of CMF, under Brazilian Navy leadership, will
conduct the focused operation ‘Mare Liberum III' from 59 January. The objective of this exercise is to highlight
the continued presence of navies, and the importance of following the BMP5 instructions and navigating through
the International Recommended Transit Corridor to be safe and secure.
